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The aim of this study is to explore the spatial and
temporal schemes in the world of Irish epic tale traditions.

Research methodology. The author describes the ‘world
image’ in Irish epic tales in accordance with the principles of
cultural-anthropological structuralism (C. Lévi-Srauss, R. Barthes,
Yu. Lotman).

Results. It is shown that the world of Irish myths is binary
and threefold at the same time. The epic tradition inherited from
mythological consciousness the notions of dualism and triplism of
the universe, asymmetric ‘centre-periphery’  opposition,
inseparability of space and time, models of space expansion and
compression, the idea of a sacral centre, and the symbolism of the
circle. The mythological triplism reappears in the wonder tale as a
threefold repetition motif. Unlike mythological time (‘the time of
gods’) that can be defined as indeterminate past, epic time (‘the
time of heroes’) can be termed as quasi-determinate past.

Novelty. An attempt is made in this paper to show the
transformation of mythological perceptions of the universe in Irish
epic tales.

The practical significance. The material of this article can
be used in university lectures and textbooks in the history of
world culture.

Ukrainian Euromaidan: The exclusion of otherness in the
name of progress
Olga Baysha

Abstract: Although criticism of Enlightenment ideas has
become widespread within academic circles, the basic
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Enlightenment narrative — an inexorable movement to a
progressive condition — remains a dominant assumption within the
discourses of modernization and democratization. This article
analyzes how the ‘progressive’ imagination of Euromaidan
protesters in Ukraine discursively produced the internal ‘other’ as
a singular monolithic subject whose ‘underdeveloped’ intellectual
condition was judged against an imagined scale of human
progression. The argument is explicated through the discourse
analysis of popular blogs on Ukrainian Pravda — a political web
site that played a crucial role in organizing Maidan protests. The
article analyzes 189 postings of Ukrainian Pravda bloggers
starting from 26 November 2013 — the day when the bloggers’
group ‘Maidan’ was formed — until 21 January 2014, which
denoted the beginning of a murderous stage of the Maidan protest.

Abstract: Why do fans of losing sports teams, alumni of
poorly ranked educational programs, and patrons of charities that
are rocked by scandal maintain or even increase their support?
The present research investigates this issue by examining how
differences in group success affect the factors that lead to
identification and ultimately the incidence of group-supportive
behaviors. The results of a two-group field study of professional
sports fans suggest that members of unsuccessful groups identify
on the basis of their involvement with the domain in which the
group operates and the attractiveness of group members. Also,
whereas perceived group performance is the most important factor
leading to identification for members of successful groups, this
factor is irrelevant to members of unsuccessful groups. In
addition, the study finds a strong association between the strength
of identification and the incidence of group-supportive
consumption behaviors for members of both types of groups. The
research has important implications for organizations that depend
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upon member support, such as sports teams, educational
institutions, musical groups, and charities.

This article deals primarily with the
earlier phase of the orchestra's activity, between 1969 and 1971. It
describes the influence of the work of John Cage and Fluxus
artists, involving the dissolution of boundaries between sonic and
visual elements in performance and the use of everyday materials
and activities as artistic resources. It assesses the conflicting
impulses of discipline and spontaneity in the work of the Scratch
Orchestra and in the parallel activity of the Portsmouth Sinfonia
and other related groups. The emergence in the early 1970s of
more controlled forms of compositional activity, in reaction
against anarchic and libertarian aspects of the Scratch Orchestra's
ethos, is also discussed.

What motivates adult language learners in the city of Belfast to
enrol and remain in an Irish class in the first years of the twenty-
first century is the subject of the research study reported here.
